Depois da
ascensdo de Jesus, Pedro assume a
direcdo da comunidade em Jerusalém.
E o primeiro a reconhecer a
necessidade de abrir a Igreja também para os nfo judeus. Em
Roma, sofre o martirio, por volta do ano 64. De perseguidor dos
cristdos a apodstolo de Cristo, Paulo foi o primeiro grande
missionario da Igreja (quatro grandes viagens apostolicas).
Evangelizou principalmente os povos nao judeus. Fundou varias
comunidades. Escreveu algumas cartas com temas teoldgicos
profundos e orientagdes pastorais. Sofreu o martirio em Roma no
ano 67. Pedro e Paulo sdo considerados pedras fundamentais da
fé crista. O papa é o sucessor de Pedro.

He said to them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the labourers are
few; therefore ask the Lord of the harvest to send out labourers into
his harvest. Go on your way. See, I am sending you out like lambs
mto the midst of wolves. Carry no purse, no bag, no sandals; and
greet no one on the road. Whatever house you enter, first say,
‘Peace to this house!” And if someone of peace 1s there, your peace
will rest on that person; but if not, it will return to you. Remain in
the same house, eating and drinking whatever they provide, for the
labourer deserves his wage.

LABOURERS ARE FEW
A fisherman from Galilee, Simon Peter
responds to Jesus' call, who soon gives
. him the nickname Cephas (rock, stone)
- and makes him responsible for the group
~ of disciples (Church). After the
i ascension of Jesus, Peter assumes the
. direction of the community in
~ Jerusalem. He is the first to recognize the
: ¢ need to open the Church to non-Jews as
well. In Rome, he suffered martyrdom, around the year 64. From
persecutor of Christians to apostle of Christ, Paul was the first
great missionary of the Church (four great apostolic journeys). He
mainly evangelized non-Jewish peoples. He founded several
communities. He wrote some letters with deep theological themes
and pastoral directions. He suffered martyrdom in Rome in the
year 67. Peter and Paul are considered cornerstones of the
Christian faith. The pope is the successor of Peter.
