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BUSQUE AS COISAS DO ALTO

Rumo a Jerusalém e rodeado de grande multiddo, Jesus ¢
procurado por alguém que lhe pede ajuda numa questdo de
heran¢a com o irmdo. O Mestre responde que ndo veio para
resolver questdes de herangas de familias. Ele nao deseja ser juiz
conciliador, mas companheiro que quer ajudar a entender e
apontar os motivos que levam ao empobrecimento € aos conflitos
entre as pessoas. A parabola a seguir contesta a concentragio da
riqueza e mostra que isso ¢ loucura ou insensatez diante de Deus.
Por tras da concentragdo, da ndo partilha, estdo a ganancia do
acumulo e a perda do sentido da vida. Cuidado com todo tipo de
gandncia, pois a vida ndo é garantida por causa dela, diz Jesus.
Esse homem ¢é “louco, insensato”, pretende tornar-se absoluto,
pensando ter garantido a vida por muitos anos, mas a vida é dom
de Deus, e ele nido se deixa comprar por riqueza alguma.
Enquanto pensa encher os proprios celeiros, o rico acaba
esvaziando seu cora¢do. A pessoa egoista torna-se prisioneira da
propria ganancia, desumaniza-se e se esvazia de toda dignidade.
Quando a riqueza n3o ¢ dividida, ela acaba dividindo as pessoas,
provocando conflitos: tornando as pessoas “mais importantes” ou
“menos importantes”. “Ilusdo das ilusdes, tudo € ilusdo” (Ecl
12,8).

GOSPEL (Lk. 12.13-21)
A reading from the holy Gespel according to Luke

Someone in the crowd said to Jesus, “Teacher, tell my brother to
divide the family inheritance with me.” But Jesus said to him,
“Friend, who set me to be a judge or arbitrator over you?” And
he said to the crowd, “Take care! Be on your guard against all
kinds of greed; for one’s life does not consist in the abundance of
possessions.” Then Jesus told them a parable: “The land of a
rich man produced abundantly. And he thought to himself,
“What should I do, for I have no place to store my crops?’ Then
he said, ‘I will do this: I will pull down my barns and build larger
ones, and there I will store all my grain and my goods. And I
will say to my soul, ‘Soul, you have ample goods laid up for
many years; relax, eat, drink, be merry.’

But God said to him, “You fool! This very night your life is
being demanded of you. And the things you have prepared, whose
will they be?” So it is with those who store up treasures for
themselves but are not rich toward God.”

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SEEK THE THINGS THAT ARE FROM ABOVE

On his way to Jerusalem and surrounded by a large crowd, Jesus
is sought out by someone who asks him for help in a matter of
inheritance with his brother. The GM replies that he has not come
to resolve family inheritance issues. He does not want to be a
conciliatory judge, but a companion who wants to help understand
and point out the reasons that lead to impoverishment and conflicts
between people. The following parable challenges the
concentration of wealth and shows that this is either folly or folly
before God. Behind the concentration, the non-sharing, is the
greed of accumulation and the loss of the meaning of life. Beware
of all kinds of greed, for life is not guaranteed because of it, says
Jesus. This man is “mad, foolish”, he intends to become absolute,
thinking he has guaranteed life for many years, but life is a gift of
God, and he does not allow himself to be bought by any wealth.
While he thinks to fill his own barns, the rich ends up emptying
his heart. The selfish person becomes a prisoner of his own greed,
dehumanizes himself and empties himself of all dignity. When
wealth is not divided, it ends up dividing people, causing conflict:
making people “more important” or “less important”. “Illusion of
illusions, everything is illusion” (Eccl 12,8).
